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Q.  What are the differences between the team sponsorship, the sponsorship fundraiser, and the volunteer 
buyout? 
 
A. 

Sponsorship Fundraiser - In an effort to earn revenue to support South Fremont’s many related 
expenses, each players’ parents are responsible for the Sponsorship Fundraiser. We do understand that 
some parents may have more than one child in sporting activities, so we’re offering 2 options. See below:  
 
1. At time of registration you can pay $80 for full “buyout” of the fundraiser or, 
2. You will be giving a booklet with scratch offs and coupons ($100 value), which you and your child will 

need to sell for full commitment to the fundraiser. 
 

 
Team Sponsorship – We’re a volunteering community based organization dependent upon community 
support.  In an effort to gain community support and earn revenue; each team is required to meet a $400 
“TEAM” sponsorship. This sponsorship is designed to come from community businesses.  The team 
sponsorship is tax deductible. Based on the level of the donation from the business, they’ll be advertised 
via various methods.   
 

 
Volunteer Buyout  South Fremont NJB is a volunteer organization, which means Board Members, 
Coaches, etc. are not paid and volunteer many, many hours to the organization.  We completely 
encourage all parents to become active within NJB’s organization!  When signing up your child/children, 
there is a 4 hour commitment needed from you to ensure that we continue to have a successful program 
and environment for your children.  This can be fulfilled in many ways such as; becoming a board 
member, coach, assistant coach, team parent, jamboree help, or help with evaluations & game days.  If 
you are unable to commit to the 4 hours, you can “buyout” of the volunteer commitment, with a $50 
payment at time of registration! 

 

 
Q.  How much does NJB cost? 

A.  Divisional players are $230, All Net $275 and High School $230. 

 

Q.  Do I get a discount if I register more than one player? 

A.  Yes, parents registering multiple children will receive a $10 discount for the second child and $30 for the third. 

 

Q.  What is the refund policy? 

A.  There no refunds per NJB guidelines, however instances will be reviewed on a case by case basis. 

 

Q.  What is included with my registration? 

A.  Uniforms, practice time, photo package and trophies.  Other fees go to gym costs, insurance, referees, game 

 times, awards and scholarships.

Q.  What happens if I do not have a credit card during registration? 

A.  You can still sign up using a checking account through our website 

 

Q.  When does registration end? 

A.  Registration ends September 30
th

 or until each division is filled 

 

Q.  I am on the waiting list, what should I do? 

A.  If you are on a waiting list, it means that division is full, if a position comes available you will be contacted in 

 the order that you are on the waiting list 

 

Q.  How long is the season? 

A.  The season goes from December to March.  10 games and a minimum 2 tournament games. 

 

Q.  When is the first game? 

A.  Our first game is December 2
nd

 

 

Q.  Do we play during the holidays? 

A.  We will have a two week break from between our third game December 16
th
 and our 4

th
 game January 6

th
 

 

Q.  What if I am not available for divisional evaluations? 

A.  We hold two evaluations, October 7
th
 and 14

th
; we encourage players to attend both. 

 

Q.  What size basketball is used for each division? 

A.  27.5 for division 3, 28.5 for division 2 and 29.5 for division 1 

 

Q.  How do I make a request for my child to play on the same team as a friend? 

A.  That can not be done, evaluations lead to drafts and there is possibility they will be separated.   

 

Q.  Can I request a coach? 

A.  You can of course request a coach but there are no guarantees that you will get that coach 

 

Q.  Can I coach a team? 

A.  Yes, NJB is a totally volunteer organization and your help as a coach would be most welcome 

 

Q.  Does NJB need my help?
